Schoon, and many others), and there were kids 

games inside. 

 The Turtle Derby, ran by Jerry and Jamie Fie-
ser, was a phe-

nomenal suc-

cess again. 

There had to 
have been 

100ôs of en-

tries. The natu-

ral world must 
have been 

tilted out of 

balance around Hebron for a few days as there were 
so many turtles everywhere. It was some of the 

slowest racing in racing, but it was still very excit-

ing. That was just getting the day started, though. 

 After the Turtle Derby, the Hawks Athletic 

Club sponsored a Pulled Pork tent and it was amaz-
ing (4 sandwiches later). Dan Roeske donated the 

meat and the sauces you could chose from were 

truly delicious. For a very reasonable cost, you 

were stuffed. 

 Megan Kaczmarski and her band took over the 

entertainment duties under the big tent and, from all 

accounts, the crowd absolutely loved them. 

 Crowd estimates were in the thousands at the 

event, the weather cooperated beautifully, and the 
Celebration will take its place as one of the most 

amazingly well done events of our history. Don 

Ensign and the Events Committee did Hebron 

proud that day. 

 During all of this, the Hebron Park Board put 

on their Annual Soapbox Derby on Bates Street. 

Around 30 kids and parents showed up to have 

some serious racing in the streets. Contrary to the 

turtles, these kids flew. Some a bit too far at times, 

but it made for really exciting racing. Thanks to the 

hard work of Mike Spicer, Joe Toth, his wife, son, 

and daughter, Sean Bell, Leo Torres, and Chris 
Stalbaum; the event was well coordinated and eve-

rything went better than planned. The kids ran a 

few practice runs to get the feel of driving these full
-sized cars and then they raced the clock. The 4 

best times from each group when on to the finals to 

race head to head.

Once dark was complete, the first fire-
works lit up the sky, to a chorus of ohôs and ahôs. 

The finale this year was agreed to be one of the best 

weôve ever seen. Our ears are still ringing. 

 An event like this can only be the success it is 
by the volunteers who serve it, and we could 

scarcely name them all. But, those of you who 

served, did parking duty, handed out water, donated 

money to the fireworks fund, or just attended, Heb-
ron salutes you. We make this community great 

together.
