So, he decided to open his own business 

like his father did. If you look at Hebron, you'll see 
many of our long-term businesses have been 

handed down, or started by the father, and now are 

with the sons and thriving; Patz, Nitco, and Russ' 

Print Shop come to mind. It wasn't a total loss with 
A.G. Edwards though, for he met his future wife 

there. 

 From that experience, Chris took the business 

acumen that he gained and opened Pav's Deli in 
Hobart, across the street from St. Mary's Hospital. 

There, he learned that he really loved making great 

food and seeing customers enjoying what he cre-

ated. Unfortunately, he had to close it to help his 
father with Ted's Imported Foods in Merrillville. 

There, it was hoped that he would take over for his 

father, but the pull to make great foods for others to 

enjoy was just too much. Chris had to do what he 

loved and struck back out on his own. 

 Chris hails from Winfield, with his wife and 2 

children (a girl; 6, and a boy; 4), and had a restau-

rant there called Niko's Grill. His dad told him 
about this place in Hebron and he came out to see 

it. He instantly fell in love with the location and the 

town, he said to himself, "This is home." So, he 

bought the building and staked his claim. 

 Chris said that everyone has really been very 
welcoming, the customers are great, and the open-

ing has been hectic, but fun. 

 Pavôs offers a wide range of food choices; 

gyros, pizza, burgers and hotdogs, specialty sand-
wiches, perch, shrimp, chicken, and so much more. 

They have ethnic and American-style food, all
